o ‘Ultrasounds: To be sure that you are pregnant, an ultrasound can con-
firm a pregnancy. ‘Ultrasounds ave offered free of charge.

o Peer Counseling and Referrals: Peer counselors are available during busi-
ness hours, to answer questions regarding abortion, adoption and parent-
ing. Post abortion counselors ave also available upon request.

» Abortion Information: 1* Way provides the latest information on abor-
tion, with facts that will help you find answers to all of your questions.

« Adoption: 1 Way offers specific information on adoption, that can help
you make an informed decision about the adoption option.

» Bridges Program: The Bridges Program is an educational support group
for new parents, that offers emotional and material support after your
baby is born. The Bridges Program offers baby clothing and other baby
items as well.

o Diapers and Clothing: 1* Way offers maternity and baby clothing,
through the “clothing library”. We also offer free diapers.
